Law no. 18/2024 "On some amendments on Law no. 155/2015 'On

Gambling in the Republic of Albania’', as amended”

The Albanian gambling sector has undergone a major reform with the adoption of law no.
18/2024 "On some amendments on the Law no. 155/2015 'On gambling in the Republic of
Albania', as amended" (the "Gambling Law"), which was published in the Official Gazette
12.03.2024. The Gambling Law lifts the ban on sports betting activities that was imposed in 2019
and allows them to operate exclusively online, subject to a license issued by the newly
established Licensing Commission under the Gaming Authority.

The Gambling Law sets a limit of 10 online sports betting licenses for the entire country, which
will be granted through a competitive process based on the criteria, deadlines, and methodology
approved by the Council of Ministers. The license fee is the amount offereti by the applicant
declared as the winner of the license competition, but in any case, not less than 400,000,000 ALL
(approximately EUR 3,9 million) payable in equal pro rata installments throughout the license
term, which is 10 years.

To be eligible for an online sports betting license, applicants must meet the following minimum
requirements, among others:

be registered as a joint-stock company in Albania, with a minimum share capital of 40
million ALL (approx. EUR 400,000).

have gambling experience in at least 3 (three) EU/OECD countries for at least 3 years,
either directly or through a shareholder owning at least 30% of the company's shares.

have achieved a turnover of at least 2 billion ALL from gambling activities in the last
financial year.

have the necessary administrative, organizational, and reliability capacities.

have in place an agreement with a provider for necessary
programs/systems/websites/applications concerning online sports betting.

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Additionally, online sports betting operators must provide guarantees for the payment of winnings
and the fulfillment of periodic obligations to the Gaming Authority and other authorities. The
guarantee for winners of games of chance is 120,000,000 ALL or 5% of the amounts made
available to the game by the players in the previous financial year. The guarantee for periodic
obligations is 50,000,000 ALL.

Online sports betting players can register with the betting platforms through their own personal
data and make payments exclusively through financial agents (i.e., banks, licensed electronic
currency institutions, and payment institutions in Albania), thereby prohibiting any cash
transactions. Online sports betting operators are also subject to a tax rate of 15% of the gross
gaming revenue, which must be paid to a special fund for supporting projects in the fields of
sports, culture, innovation, and technology.

The Gambling Law also introduces changes regarding the advertising of gambling activities, the

protection of players' rights, the prohibition of gambling by public officials, and the creation of a
special fund for supporting projects in the fields of sports, culture, innovation, and technology.

Law No. 31/ 2024 “On an Amendment in the law no. 55/2015 "On

strategic investments in the Republic of Albania"

The Albanian Parliament has recently approved a single amendment to the law
no. 55/2015 "On strategic investments in the Republic of Albania", which
regulates the procedures and incentives for attracting and implementing
strategic investment projects in the country. The amendment extends the
deadline for submitting applications to obtain the status of a strategic investor
through the assisted procedure, from December 31, 2023 to December 31,
2024. This means that interested investors can still benefit from the simplified
and expedited administrative procedures, the preferential treatment, and
incentives provided by the law, if they meet the criteria and conditions set by the
law and the relevant authorities within the noted pefiod. The law no. 31/2024,
which introduced the above noted amendment, entered into force 15 days after
its publication in the Official Gazette (publication date 17.04.2024) and its
provisions will be applicable from January 1, 2024 onwards.

Law No. 25/2024 “On Cybersecurity”

The Albanian Parliament has recently approved a new law “On Cybersecurity”
(Law No. 25/2024), which aims to establish a high level of security for networks
and information systems in the Republic of Albania, by defining the security
measures, the reporting of incidents, the certification schemes, and the
institutional framework for cybersecurity.

The law will affect all public and private entities that operate critical or important
information infrastructures, as defined in the Annexes | and Il of it, such as
energy, transport, banking, health, digital infrastructure, etc..

According to the Law, the main obligation of the operators shall be as follows (the below listing is
indicative and not exhaustive):

> register your critical or important information infrastructures with the National Authority for
Cybersecurity (the Authority), which is the main regulator and supervisor of cybersecurity in
the country;

> establish a Computer Security Incident Response Team (CSIRT) within your organization, as
well as a contact point for communication with the Authority and other CSIRTs;

> implement technical, organizational and operational measures for risk management, based on
the content and documentation requirements set by the Council of Ministers;

> report any significant or substantial cybersecurity incident to the Authority and the relevant
CSIRTs, as well as inform the public and the users if the incident affects them;

> cooperate with the Authority and other operators in the exchange of information and best
practices on cybersecurity threats, vulnerabilities, incidents and solutions.

The law also empowers the Authority, which is a public legal entity under the Prime Minister, to
supervise and enforce the cybersecurity legislation, to identify and classify the critical and
important information infrastructures, to act as the National CSIRT and the Cyber Emergency
Response Team (CERT), to coordinate and cooperate with other national and international

institutions in the field of cybersecurity, and to impose administrative fines for breaches of the law.

Failure to comply with the Law may result in administrative fines ranging from 200,000 to
10,000,000 Albanian Lek, depending on the type and severity of the violation. The law also
provides for criminal sanctions for certain acts that endanger the security of networks and
information systems, such as unauthorized access, interception, interference, damage or
destruction.

"Proposed Law "On some additions and changes to Law No. 9121, dated 28.07.2003, "On

the Protection of Competition"

Albania is proposing amendments to align Law No. 9121, "On the Protection of Competition,"
with EU standards, led by the Albanian Competition Authority (ACA). The proposed changes
encompass clarifications on fair competition rules, introducing definitions for terms like "concerted
practice" and "collusive bidding agreement," and regulating "killer acquisitions" to prevent
competition stifling. Additionally, confidentiality protection for ACA employees is strengthened,
and fines of up to 5 million ALL are proposed for individuals involved in administrative offenses,
with exemptions limited for entities compelling others into restrictive agreements.

The proposed revisions to Albania's competition laws also introduce a statute of limitations, with a
three-year limit for violations related to information requests or inspections and a five-year limit
for all other competition law violations, alongside a new provision extending the execution of fines
for five years.

The appeal period for ACA decisions is extended to 45 days, though entities lose appeal rights
regarding preliminary investigations.

These amendments aim to modernize competition laws, enhance enforcement, and ensure fair
economic practices in Albania. They signify a significant step towards aligning with international
standards, particularly those set by the European Union, and are poised to promote a more
competitive and transparent business environment in the country.

Legal Updates on Entry and Stay of Foreign Nationals in

Albania

Perditesime ligjore pér hyrjen dhe géndrimin e shtetasve té

Albania has introduced visa-free entry periods for citizens of several countries, as part of the
latest amendments to the Council of Ministers' Decision No. 858, dated 29.12.2021.

> Countries and Effective Periods:

Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Qatar, Oman, and Thailand: Citizens from these countries can
enjoy visa-free entry into Albania from March 6th to December 31st, 2024. These
citizens may enter Albania only with their passports for a tourist stay of up to 90 days
within any 180-day period. 9

Indonesia: Following suit, Indonesian citizens are granted the same visa-free entry for
tourism purposes (only with their Passports), with the effective period running from April
1st to December 31st, 2024. The duration of stay is similarly capped at 90 days within a
180-day period.

> Albania-Azerbaijan Mutual Visa Exemption Agreement

A significant bilateral agreement has been reached between Albania and Azerbaijan, further
easing travel between the two nations:
